Manuscripts submitted to CSSR2021 must be original work that has not been published or under consideration for publication elsewhere. The manuscript must be written in good English (American or British usage is accepted, but not a mixture of these) and should be no more than 10 pages in length inclusive of tables, figures and illustrations. All submissions will be single blind peer reviewed. The abstract and conclusions section must highlight what is new and/or novel in the paper. Type of manuscript is Full Articles, containing original research work. Headings example: Introduction, Literature Review, Methods, Results and Discussion, Conclusions, Acknowledgements, References. Therefore, review paper is not accepted. 
Full or Regular article is a full-length original empirical investigation, consisting of introduction, methods, results, and discussion. Original research work should present new and significant findings that contribute to the advancement of the research area. Analysis and Discussion must be supported with relevant references.

· All the graphs contain titles of x and y-axis, with units.
